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Course Description:

Teaching and Exhibition Practice in East Asian Sociocultural Anthropology

This course consists of two parts: sitting in a series of classes and critical debates on the classes. First,
participants are required to sit in a series of classes which is held for undergraduates in another university every
Monday afternoon. This classes are for primary education of sociocultural anthropology from the point of view
of East Asian Anthropology. Alternative E-Learning is offered for the participants whom this class schedule is
not good for. Second, participants are joining critical debates which are held in Minpaku afterward, to discuss
how museum exhibitions should reflect such academic knowledge that we teach in classrooms. The debate

schedule is negotiable.
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Course Purpose:

The main purpose of this course is that the participants learn the academic discipline of sociocultural
anthropology enough to teach an undergraduate course. This lessons, however, will also offer the participants
chances of brushing up their potentials to explain the peculiar cultural phenomena in their own fields to those
who don’t have any knowledge of the field, and chances to gain broader basic knowledge which is necessary to

compare East Asian cultures.
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Class Plan:

The Monday afternoon classes which participants are required to sit in are, “Culture & Sociocultural
Anthropology,” “Fieldwork & Ethnography,” “Family and Kinship,” “Religion,” “Gender & Sexuality,” “Social
Affairs,” “Colonialism,” “Ethnicity,” “Migration,” “Transnationalism,” “Multiculturalism,” “Tourism,”

“Economy” and “Applied Anthropology.” The schedule of critical debates in Minpaku is negotiable.
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Grading Policy:
Participants will be evaluated by the points for their original and qualified discussions. Participants have 60,

each contribution to the discussion shall gain 2 — 5, and perfect score is 100.
