Rethinking the Concept of Development / Lecture

How should we understand development, which was one of the major concerns in the international society
during the latter half of the twentieth century? And what do we expect development anthropology, which tried
to improve the quality of development? In this lecture, reviewing the principal debates of development and
development anthropology, we would like to think the contemporary relevance of development concept and the

challenges for cultural anthropologists.

1)Seminar participants will become familiar with some basic concepts of development theory such as
modernization, dependency, sustainability, and alternative development.

2)They will be able to understand basic ideas of post-colonial critique against development and of the
post-development theory.

3)They will be able to think how cultural anthropologists think and respond to the issue of development.
