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A Trial of Forming Methodologies and Theoretical Potentialities in the field of research of Rural
Yakutia, Siberia:
“Institutionalized human—animal relationship” and husbandry management.

The purpose of this paper is to bring up theoretical and methodological questions and to share the issues
among the participants for further anthropological research of post—socialist states. First the methodology
on the ethnographical research in the rural region of post—socialist states focusing on that of Yakutia is
discussed. I arrange the itemized list of ethnographical description in order to approach the rural region of
Yakutia, and propose the collaboration to the participants to complete the more broaden applicable list for
that of post—socialist states. Second, I review the theological issues on the reindeer husbandry such as
genealogy, typology of economic pattern and system of herd management, and I propose new idea
“institutionalized human—animal relationship” which is to comprehend the social and ecological
relationship among herders, absentee owners and livestock considering socialist/post—socialist political
economical transitions.
